The RCIA Journey Of Faith is designed for adults who, after hearing the mystery of Christ proclaimed, 
consciously and freely seek the living God and enter the way of faith and conversion as the Holy Spirit, through 
the actions of catechists, their sponsors and the examples of others, opens their hearts. By Godôs help they will 
be strengthened spiritually during this journey and at the proper time will receive the sacraments fruitfully.  The 
journey consists of four distinct stages: 
 

1.  A period of inquiry and of evangelisation ending with a Rite of Welcome for those who choose to progress to the catechumenate       
stage. 
2.  The Catechumenate, is a period of learning about Catholic beliefs and of preparation for the Sacraments of Initiation. This leads to 
the Rite of Election which coincides with the Lenten preparation for Easter. 
3.  This shorter period to Easter is a time of purification and enlightenment and includes the celebration of the rites that belong to this 
period. Then at the Easter Vigil, those who have become the Elect are welcomed into the Church and where appropriate will receive 
the Sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation and the Holy Eucharist. 
4.  The final period is devoted to the post baptismal catechesis or Mystagogy. It is a time for deepening the Christian experience, for 
spiritual growth, and for entering more fully into the life of the Catholic and parish communities. 
 

We are fast approaching the start of the 2009/10 RCIA Journey Of Faith and so we welcome enquiries from anyone who may be 
interested in joining with us for the start of that Journey on Sunday 20 September.  We also encourage you all to help us in some 
way, by passing on this message to those you meet, or by volunteering to be a sponsor or to support our catechists or most 
importantly by supporting RCIA with your prayers.  Please feel free to join our RCIA Team as we pray together on our Journey of 
Faith on 19 September.  Mass at 10am in the Cathedral followed by quiet prayer in the Blessed Sacrament Chapel.

In the presence of the whole assembly of 
Israel, Solomon stood before the altar of the 
Lord and, stretching out his hands towards 
heaven, said, óLord, God if Israel, not in 
heaven above nor on earth beneath is there 
such a God as you, true to your covenant and 
your kindness towards your servants when 
they walk wholeheartedly in your way.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, 
the Lord, the giver of life,  
who proceeds from the Father and the Son. 
With the Father and the Son 
he is worshipped and glorified. 
He has spoken through the Prophets. 
We believe in 
one holy catholic and apostolic Church. 
We acknowledge one baptism 
for the forgiveness of sins.

Never underestimate a blessing.  
 

Who are the blessed? Those who 

dwell in Godôs house, and those who 
are journeying towards Godôs house, 

in whose hearts are the pilgrim 
ways, as the psalmist says, people 

who trust in God.  

 

They are happy, but to be blessed is 

much more than to be happy. To be 
blessed is to be blissful, to overflow 

with wellbeing, to have life and joy 
to spare. 
 

So to be blessed is to be able to 

bless and be a blessing to others. 

Itôs what the Jews call a mizvot : a 
burden which lifts you up, a gift that 

is also a task. 
 

Zacchaeus is one of the blessed: not 
a good man, and special only in be-

ing especially disliked by the people 

from whom he extracted very penny 
he could in taxes, to his own profit 

and that of Rome, but still a man 
who wanted to see, and who got 

what he wanted, and more.   

 

When the blessed walk through dry 

places, springs well up; when they 
cross the Bitter Valley, sweet rain 

falls.  When Zacchaeus meets Jesus, 
poor people find their debts for-

given, and despair gives way to 

hope, apathy to courage.  
 

Let us pray that this cathedral may 
be a place of blessing for each of us, 

and that being blessed we may be a 
blessing to one another, and to all 

who are in need.

over this house, this place of which
